The Chair took the meeting out of session at 20.03 hours to enable Mark Knight, developer of planning application 15/04266/FUL to address the meeting and answer questions from Councillors.

Mark Knight requested the Committee’s support for the proposal; he informed the Committee that good quality and energy saving materials will be used in the development and that he has consulted extensively with neighbours who have been guided through the plans. The application is for two further dwellings to form part of the existing site with a private shared access.  Plot 1 has already been built as part of an earlier application and will have increased parking with this application.

Resident’s concerns include the height of an existing hedge, the provision of fencing, the amount of glazing and height of eaves.  The developer was commended for the depth of consultation undertaken.

A complete tree report/survey has been done, with a few trees to be taken out, including the Beech and fruit trees with ones of greater significance to remain.
