P52 Road Closures
Temporary closure of Ile Court from Somerset Highways. The road will be closed from 18th November 2015 and the work is expected to last for 2 days to enable resurfacing works to be carried out in this road. This is a no through road and therefore no alternative route is available.  
Issues discussed included:
· Cllr Keitch has spoken to highways about the duration of the road closure as she was concerned about emergency access –2 days closure is the worst case scenario and it is not anticipated that the road will need to be closed for that long
· Vehicular access to homes is particularly important in this location as many of the residents are elderly or have mobility impairments

P53 Ilminster No. 1 Tree Preservation Order 2015
South Somerset District Council have resolved to confirm without modification the Provisional Tree Preservation Order made by the said Council on the 12th August 2015. 
Issues discussed included:
· There was an objection to the Order and ward members were consulted and agreed that the Order should be confirmed 
· Town Council should monitor that the trees are not damaged or removed particularly when planning permissions are applied for and building starts

Note: Cllr Kinder declared a personal interest as he lives in a house built by the developer who has the option on the land where the trees listed in the Tree Preservation Order are located.
