Work Undertaken (since last report)
· Grass cutting all areas usually once a week and cricket outfields twice a week (usually Tuesday and Friday) 
· Herne Hill Paths (where wood chippings removed) rotivated, grass seed sown, raked and rolled
· Herne Hill Paths strimmed back
· Herne Hill trig point area strimmed and tidied
· Baskets, railing planters, flower troughs and Minster flower bed all filled with summer planting  and now being watered 3 times a week
· Weekly play areas visual safety checks
· Normal day to day duties(litter picking, bins etc)
· Pond weed from Canal cleared from banks (the pond weed is cleared from the Canal by the Angling Club and left to dry on the bank)
· Chard Town Council undertook pesticide spraying of the tennis court, Cemetery and Minster
Staffing
· The Senior Open Spaces Warden has left to take up employment elsewhere; the position has been advertised and it is hoped to conduct interviews week commencing 3 August 2015.
· The Open Spaces work is currently been undertaken by an Agency Worker and a person appointed as a casual worker.

General
· The Tri Max Snake grass cutter was out of commission for approx. 10 days due to an accident whilst it was being used by a volunteer. During this time South Somerset District Council were given an order to cut the cricket outfield and the recreation Ground and Britten’s Field
· The tyres on the Mule have been replaced to ensure the vehicle is maintained in a roadworthy condition. 

Work Plans 
· Minor hedge trimming to ensure safe access to the Rec and Britten’s Field
· The annual play equipment safety checks report has been ordered and should take place in August / early September
· Somerset Landscapes have been given an order to do the hedge cutting in the Rec and Britten’s Field after 1 September 2015 (as in 2014) 
· Inventories of bins, benches, and open spaces tools to be completed
· Work to start on tidying and clearing the triangle area used for waste storage 
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
